Herbarium Project (100pts)
As we study photosynthesis, we will start collecting plants.  It is not due for a whole month because it takes time to collect and dry plants.  It will be due when we hit the classification of plant section (unit 7: chapters 27-31). How perfect! 

Part I:  Collecting and drying plants 
1. Collect and dry at plants listed. If the plant is too thick to dry, you may take a picture of the plan (i.e. gymnosperm).  
2. Mount only one plant per page (81/2” x 11”).

3. No dried plant specimen, no grade.

4. Each mount must include the following

a. Common name of the plant (write Hawaiian name if it applies)

b. Scientific name of the plant

c. Location of the plant (write in detail) and date the item was pressed.
d. General description of the plant (Observation) 
e. Drawing of the plant (label if needed)
Part II:  Plant section additional research

1. Useful Plant must include how the plant is used.

2. Plant of your choice must include the reason you chose the plant.

3. Hawaiian plant must include history of plant – its usage and any legends, stories, or beliefs related to the plant.

Part III:  Binding

Your herbarium collection needs to be bound.  You can use a binder or the binding machine in the classroom.  You would need to provide your own comb.  In addition, laminating machine is available if you want to laminate your collection.  You would need to provide the laminating films.  

Your bound project must include:

  a. title page with your name, period, and date of completion

  b.  table of content with page number

  c.  bibliography (at least three sources) and one of them must be a field guide (book).
