IV. Classroom Rules 

Classroom rules are established to enhance your learning and to keep you safe.  Following these rules will create a better learning environment for all students so please follow them.  
1. Always safety first!  (i.e. no tossing of items across the room, no yelling and running across the room)

If you are tardy, you will be required to provide a tardy pass or a note from a teacher and the door will not open until the bell quiz is complete.  Yes, this mean you will also miss bell quiz which you will not able to make up.

5. Please follow the “ENTERING CLASSROOM PROCEDURE.” 

6. All Baldwin High School rules, policies, procedures, and safety guidelines are followed.
Any action that disrupts learning is considered classroom rule violation.  When classroom rules are violated, detention will be assigned.  All detention must be served by the end of the week.  If detention is not served in a timely manner, a referral will be filed for insubordination.  If classroom rules are violated repeatedly, a referral will be issued and parents will be contacted.  In certain cases, parent conferences and/or shadowing will be recommended.

5. Consumable Laboratory Supplies  (list will be provided and you can sign up for one)
The school will loan:  Laboratory equipment/supplies and reading materials/textbook however if damaged, the student will reimburse the school for the cost of the book and/or equipment/supplies.
VI. Missed Work Procedure

· If a student is absent or tardy, it is the student’s responsibility to check the “ABSENT/TARDY” box for any missed work.  If there is no work in the tray, he/she needs ask for any missed work and schedule time/date to make up laboratory exercises with the teacher. If the student does not come in to make up an assignment during a schedule time and date (logged on teacher’s calendar), student will receive a “0” for the assignment.  

· Upon returning, students must provide legitimate excuse notes and will be given exactly one week to make up his/her work.  Any work that was due on the day of absence is due on the day the student returns from the absence.
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VII. Attendance Policy
All Baldwin High School Attendance policy will be followed.  

VIII. Evaluation
Students are evaluated on their fulfillment of the specific outcome (standards). Each assignment will be evaluated on a point system where points will be added and percentage is determined.  
(90 % - 100 % A; 80% - 89.99% B; 70 – 79.99% C; 60 – 69.99% D; and < 59.99% F).  In determining the overall grade, both the evaluation of the fulfillment of the standards and assignment grade will be used.  
Various evaluation/assessment methods are used to ensure the student’s fulfillment of the standards:  exit pass, homework assignment, reading assignments, quizzes, laboratory exercise, take-home review exercises, participation, exams/tests (including midterm and final exams), research paper, and projects.  
Students are expected to evaluate and track their progress each week progress posted in class or by  logging onto Classroll.com. If you have any concerns about your grade/progress, you need to speak to your teacher immediately.  Your grade is updated weekly.
